Configuring SPBS-R to Blast

1.  Set-up Modem.  Ensure phone line is in correct slot on back of modem.

2.  In F8, Communications, go to first selection:  SET COMMUNICATION PARAMETERS

3.  BAUD RATE Set to 3

     COMM PORT Set to 1 (Ensure cable from computer is in top serial port)

     USER DODAAC:  Set to Suppl Address (W22FXG for instance)

     MODEM TYPE: 1

Don't worry about anything on next page after pressing ENTER.  Doesn't apply for point-to-point operations.  Just press Enter.

4.  Go back to Communication Screen and go to POINT TO POINT

5.  Go to INTERFACE CROSS REFERENCE MENU

6.  Add the following Cross Reference File:

7.  Go back to POINT TO POINT and then TRANSFER FILES TO PC

8.  At this screen, press INS to add a new number


LOCATION:  Call it whatever you want.  We called it SSA


NUMBER: XXX-XXXX

POINT OF CONTACT:  SSA Manager


If asked, this is an MOS computer.

9.  You are all set up to start blasting.  So, go ahead and run an SSA Transactions on F6 but instead of putting the Trans on a Diskette, press 2 for communications.

10.  Once done, go back to F8 Communcations and Point to Point and then Transfer Files.

11.  Select the SSA number by pressing F1, and then select file to transfer and press F1 to tag (the file should be the same thing we named it in the Interface Cross Reference ex 2BWH3B.DAT) and then press F10 to dial.

If it gets caught up (which it does frequently and you'll know it because it just freezes up) the press and hold Control key and press K twice.  Then repeat steps until file is transferred.  You can go to Transfer/Receive Status to see that file was sent.

12.  To just see if you have status and not send a file, tag the DUMMY.DAT file (never delete this file or empty it) and it will check for new status.
